Theme: Forgiveness/Mercy and Feed / Follow me 

Learning about Jesus nourishes us, he is like a shepherd, 

looking after us.  A way of showing love is through 

forgiveness, and accepting love, knowing that God forgives 

us when we are truly sorry. 

Activities:  D is for Disciple colouring. 

Make a cotton wool sheep picture, add some grass. 

Forgiveness made the friendship between Peter & Jesus even 

stronger.  Is there someone you need to forgive or something 

you need forgiveness for?  Make a card for friends/family, 

maybe a sheep card.   

Stone painting, using nail varnish or paints to decorate a 

stone.  You could use this stone when praying about things 

that you want to say sorry for.  If you are using washable 

pens, write on the stone something you want forgiveness for, 

then wash the stone and wash away what you wrote, 

remembering God washes us clean and forgives us. 

Edible craft!  Use some plain biscuits and make them look like 

sheep using jam or icing to stick on popcorn or marshmallows.  

Or try Mini’s design (opposite)with cocktail sticks 

Prayer: Father God, help me to follow Jesus to forgive others, 

and to accept forgiveness when I have done things wrong 

and am truly sorry.
